Tie pairs of shoes together. Put textiles into a
closed bag to keep them dry.

Vegetable, Fruit & Garden
waste plus food leftovers.

Fish and meat remains
can also goin
this container.

Glass packaging
including lids.
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Oven- en microwave trays, vases and
plate glass do not go in the glass
container.
